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Lay summary
Welsh medium provision in nurse education has the potential to enhance the communication skills of registrants and further the course towards fitness for practice in the bilingual setting. Nevertheless, current provision across Wales is under-funded and lacking in strategic planning and drive. The recent establishment of the Panel Maes Nyrsio, under the auspices of the Welsh Medium Teaching Development Centre, provides a valuable opportunity to move ahead with developments in a collaborative and strategic manner. Given sufficient resources, the panel has the potential to make an important contribution within a national strategy for developing Welsh-medium provision across individual institutions and on a collaborative basis. In order to plan for these developments and best meet the demands of students and service users, a scoping study is being undertaken that collates the underpinning evidence for best practice and the perceptions of a range of stakeholders across Wales.
