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Lay summary
This three year study focuses on Welsh language transmission within the family and investigates the role of midwives, health visitors, and other professionals in promoting bilingualism within the home. The Twf project was established by the Welsh Language Board in 2000 to target mixed language families and raise their awareness concerning the advantages of raising children bilingually. This longitudinal study tracking participants over time traces the relative impact of the Twf message and examines its influence on the decision-making process within the family at key stages of parenthood. In this way, the study identifies the range of discreet activities and operations undertaken by Twf and examines their relative impact on language choice and language use within the family.
